3. After extracting, theinstaller will automatically launch the
Windows CE Application Manager to install the program files.

4. Exit the App Manager tool.

For the runway and optional aircraft heading and wind direction,
you may enter the numbersin three ways:

Note the four legs of the
pattern, plusthe 45 degree IE:
entry leg, isshownonthe
diagram. Y our courseline
isoverlaid near thetop of
the pattern diagram, so
that you can see the
directionfromwhichyou
will arrive at theairport.
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Compare your course line to the 45 degree entry leg, and when
you are nearing the airport you can make any necessary course
changes to enter the pattern using the 45 degree entry. If you
entered thewind direction, thenthewind lineisdrawninlight
blue near the bottom of the pattern diagram.

Tap the OK button to close the dial og.

Summary

The safety of your own aircraft, and the other aircraft around
you, depends on your ability to fly predictably using standardized
traffic patterns.

DSSHold will let you visualize both the entry and the legs of the
holding or landing pattern beforeyou arrive, so that you'll already
be mentally prepared to properly enter and fly the patternin a
safe and predictablefashion.
